Marijane Goggins Maceri, age 62, of Harrisville, Michigan passed from death
into life Wednesday evening March 15, 2023, cradled in the loving arms of her
best friend and husband Jim at their St. Augustine, Florida home. She was
born in Flint, Michigan to Sally J (Lawrence) and John D. Goggins on July 14,
1960 the third daughter in a family of six children. 

 Marijane grew up in Flushing, Michigan, where she attended both St Robert
Elementary and Powers Catholic High School and graduated from Western
Michigan University. During her freshman year in college, Marijane met her
soon to be husband. They were married on a Monday August 23, 1982, in the
company of a large tribe of Irish, Italian and Lebanese family members and
friends. 

 MJ loved her loud rambunctious family and was everyone’s favorite aunt,
sister and joyful friend. She cherished her ocean and great lakes waves,
swimming daily in the cold waters. She also enjoyed reading, cooking, board
games, puzzles, bike riding, RV adventuring and writing love letters to all her
special people. During their many RV travels Marijane and Jim eventually fell
in love with St. Augustine settling in for half of each year over the last 15
years. 

 Marijane was a devoted member of St Anne Catholic Church in Harrisville and
St Anastasia Catholic Church in St Augustine and served as a Eucharistic
Minister to both parishes. She brought much joy to the elder community
through her generous volunteer work in both cities. More than anything she



loved her family and cherished her many nieces and nephews.
