Semih M. Ulben, MD, age 93, of St. Augustine, passed away peacefully on
April 13, 2022 at the Bailey Family Center for Caring. Born in Istanbul during
the great blizzard of 1929, Semih came from humble beginnings. He excelled
at school, ultimately graduating from medical school at Istanbul University at
the top of his class. He worked on the first heart transplant experiments at
Maimonides Medical Center in Brooklyn, where he completed his second
residency. In 1974 he came to St. Augustine as the first anesthesiologist to
practice in this area and was St. Johns County’s only anesthesiologist for
many years. He loved working at Flagler Hospital, loved serving the
community and loved his colleagues. Having gained his U.S. citizenship in
1980, he was a proud American who was so happy to live amongst the free
and the brave. He loved classical music, his Porsches and chocolate ice
cream. He was exceptionally generous and kind.

He is survived by his daughter, Deniz Nur Ulben Hughes of Flushing, N.Y., two
nieces and two nephews who reside in Turkey, and many close friends who
loved him to the end. He was a blessing to all who knew him.
